| recently received two pieces of exciting mail at the church. One was a large tan envelope
from the Special Needs Director, Debbi Glass at The Woodlands United Methodist Church in
Houston, Texas. The second piece was an informational packet from Jennifer Ross, Special
Needs Coordinator at The Church of the Resurrection in Leawood, Kansas. Both pieces of
mail contained information about ministry for those with handicaps, disabilities and develop-
mental needs. Both churches gave me information about beginning a ministry for those with
special needs and their families.

In talking to Rev. Liz Moen, who specializes in Disabled Ministry in the North Texas Conference,
she tells me that a large percentage of the North Texas population is composed of people
with special needs. So, “listening between the lines” there are a number of people in the
Garland area as well as in Mesquite that could be reached with the love and mercy of God.

| spoke to several New World(ites) about beginning a special needs ministry to reach out to
these hurting families. There is one question we must ask: Is God leading us to start a ministry
for those with handicaps, disabilities and developmental needs?

When a church begins any ministry there are two things to avoid:

We do not want to go blindly into ministry. There is a lot of information out there, lots of
experienced people to talk to, and lots of praying that needs to be donel

We do not want to rely on our leadership but rely on God’s leadership. When God
guides.....God provides! Where God leads...... God blesses!

For the enxt few Sundays that follow, you will be given an opportunity to volunteer for a spe-
cial needs ministry. Maybe, just maybe, God will lead you to volunteer for this ministry of ser-
vice and compassion.

“So Gara, how are we going to have the largest choir of
the year if no one is in the choir loft,” you might be asking. YOU are the choir. The Congrega-
tional Choir is the church’s largest choir. Therefore, the pressure is on. Be here each Sunday
when you are in town and lend your voices to the New World's Congregational Choir.

Sotto Voce - sa-10-[1vo-che is the Italian music term that means “in an undertone,” that is, with
subdued sound. The term implies that we reduce the degree of loudness to the mid parame-
ters of piano (soft). It must be a function that involves artistic taste and control, and the singer
is the only one that can “make it happen.”

It is reasonable and logical that as Christians we should be skillful in spiritual things. By that, |
mean there must be a sensitivity and discernment to the voice of the Lord as He speaks softly
to us. Some describe it as “that still small voice.” This means quietly listening to Him. From that
must come the pragmatic application of His counsel and direction to the issues of life. Therein
lies the skill. It all might be described as “listening with action.” The quiet, subdued witness of
the Lord within the heart plus our ready obedience to do His complete bidding, will result in
great spiritual victories.
